If a student achieves this required ATAR and places Sydney as their first preference they will 

be made an offer through the Universities Admissions Centre (UAC). 

The required ATAR thresholds will not change throughout the preference and admissions 

period for 2018 entry, which includes the December, January and February UAC rounds
