Australian Apprenticeship Support Loans (AASL)

The Australian Apprenticeship Support Loan (AASL) can help you cover everyday costs while you train. If
you’re in a priority trade, you can borrow up to $25,983 (2025-26). You only start paying it back once you
earn over $67,000. Here’s the good stuff:

e payments can be backdated for extra support

e get 20% off your loan if you finish your apprenticeship

e your loan is adjusted each year with inflation

e there’s also an extra 20% debt reduction (applied before June 2025)

How to ignore gender bias in jobs

You might hear things like “that job’s not for you because you're a girl/boy”... but honestly, your gender
doesn’t decide what you’re good at. Your interests and skills do. Here’s how to push past that thinking:

e Back yourself —if you're interested in something, go for it

e Focus on your strengths, not stereotypes

e Look up real people doing the job (there are heaps breaking the mould)
e Get the right info so you’re not relying on outdated ideas

e Choose subjects and pathways that match what you want

At the end of the day, jobs aren’t “for boys” or “for girls” — they’re for people who are keen, capable and
willing to give it a go.

When you apply, they’re mostly
checking your experience, skills and qualifications. But at the interview, they’re more focused on your
attitude, how you communicate and whether you’d be a good fit for their workplace.

At the application stage, employers look for:

e Relevant experience and skills

e Qualifications or licences

e Availability

e Communication and people skills
e Willingness to learn

At the interview stage, they focus more on:

e Your attitude and approach to work

e Whether you fit their workplace culture
e Your skills, knowledge, and experience
e Communication and people skills

e Your values
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Understanding this can help you write a stronger application and feel more prepared for interviews. More
info here.
