Scholarships
Australian Veterans’ Children Assistance Trust (AVCAT)
Applications Now Open
AVCAT scholarships are tertiary scholarships for the children and grandchildren of Australian ex-serving veterans. Scholarships are $4000–$6000 per year, for up to three years.
Applications for scholarships open each year on 18 August and close on 31 October.

Ronald McDonald House Charities (RMHC) Charlie Bell Scholarship
A serious illness or injury can make life stand still. Making any progress–whether it be in your education or career–can feel almost impossible. That’s why the McDonalds Charlie Bell Scholarship (check details HERE) program exists.
By awarding one-off grants of up to $5,000 to deserving young people, McDonald’s is giving them the chance to get their schooling or career back on track. So,whether the money goes towards university fees, apprenticeship tools, books or supplies this scholarship can help them to succeed.
Who can apply?
To apply for a scholarship, you must meet the following criteria:
· You need to be between 15-20 yrs of age (permission from a parent or guardian is required for children under the age of 18)
· You need to have been treated at a hospital for serious illness or injury
· You must be eligible to attend a tertiary or vocational institution such as University, College or TAFE
Charlie Bell Scholarship Application Form Applications close 30 November 2024.
· UWA Connect Scholarship – New and Now Open
The UWA Connect Scholarship is a new scholarship that replaces the UWA Hacket Scholarship. It is an equity scholarship–so relevant for any students facing challenges in accessing tertiary education. Challenges can include being first in family to go to uni. Check out other potential grounds HERE. It is worth $5000 per year with a $1500 upfront payment to help you get started with study.
