HOME DECODABLE
BOOKS

Students will receive a new Decodable Book to bring home at the beginning of each
week. Your child should be practising to read the same book at home every day.
Before reading, revise the Speed sounds and the Heart words that can be found at
the back of each book. Following this, you can:
Talk about the book
Look at the front cover and:
e Ask your child to read the title out loud, tracking their finger under each word
as they read it.
e Introduce the characters your child will meet in the book
e Explore the illustrations. For example, ask: Can you point to the map?
During reading
Read and enjoy the book
e Ask your child to read out loud, tracking their finger under each word as
they read
e Support your child if they are stuck by asking them to sound out and
then blend the sounds together to read the word. When they have
decoded the word, go back and re-read the sentence together.
After reading
Ask some of the “Questions to talk about” which can also be found at the back of
each book. See if your child is able to recall some of the characters and/or key
events.

TOPIC: Counting and Place Value

For the next four weeks, students will revise keep aspects of number and place value
studied earlier in the year. In addition, new concepts will be introduced such as
counting to and from 100, sorting and identifying Australian coins and representing
two digit numbers with materials.

TOPIC: ‘Wonderful Weather’
Students will observe changes that occur in the sky and landscape. They will explore
daily and seasonal changes that affect everyday life.
