What is VET in the VCE?

So, students can opt to do a VET
subject while completing their VCE and, in most cases, the VET qualification contributes
towards the VCE and the ATAR.

» New Bachelor of Laws/ Bachelor of Criminal Justice and Criminology
New in 2020, the double degree in Law/Criminal Justice and Criminology will be offered.
Currently the only one of its kind in Victoria, this 5-year degree offers the combination of an
accredited law degree with a specialised education in the causes of crime (Criminology) and
the fallout of crime (Criminal Justice). This course equips students with the advanced skills to
solve complex legal problems in an increasingly complex society. A study score of 25 in English
or 30 EAL is required, and an anticipated ATAR of 90.
