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CAMPS, SPORTS AND EXCURSIONS FUND ELIGIBILITY
Below are the criteriaused to determine a student’s eligibility for the Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund (CSEF).
Criteria 1 — Eligibility
To be eligible* for the fund, a parent or legal guardian of a student attending a registered Government or non-
government Victorian primary or secondary school must:
» onthefirstday of Term one,or;

» onthefirstday of Term two.

a) Be an eligible beneficiary within the meaning of the State Concessions Act 2004, that is, be a holder of
Veterans Affairs Gold Card or be an eligible Centrelink Health Care Card (HCC) or Pensioner Concession
Card (PCC) holder, OR

b) Be atemporary foster parent, and,;

c) Submit an application to the school by the due date.

Parents who receive a Carer Allowance on behalf of a child, or any other benefit or allowance notincome tested by
Centrelink, are noteligible for the CSEF unless they also comply with one of (a) or (b) above.

Criteria 2 - Be of school age and attend school in Victoria

Schoolis compulsoryforall Victorian children aged between six and 17 years of age inclusive.

For the purposes of CSEF, students may be eligible for assistance if they attend a Victorian registered primary or
secondary school. Typically, these students are aged between fiveand 18 years inclusive.

CSEF is notpayable to students attending pre-school, kindergarten, home schooling, or TAFE.

For concession card holders, CSEF eligibility will be subject to the parent/legal guardian’s concession card being
successfully validated with Centrelink on 28 January 2021, 14 April 2020 or 5 October 2020.
