GOSPEL READING

A reading from the holy Gospel according to

Jesus said to Nicodemus, ‘God loved the world
so much that he gave his only Son, so that
everyone who believes in him may not be lost
but may have eternal life. For God sent his Son
into the world not to condemn the world, but so
that through him the world might be saved. No
one who believes in him will be condemned; but
whoever refuses to believe is condemned
already, because he has refused to believe in the
name of God’s only Son.’
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In the gospel reading we are assured that God's love for the world is so deep and so
magnanimous that nothing is spared for the world’s salvation, not even God's only Son. God
gave/sent this Son first in the incarnation and again in his saving death. This Son was truly a
gift from God. However, the Son had a sacred, all-encompassing mission to perform. The world,
though created good, often stands in opposition to God and, consequently, is in need of being
saved. Itis this sinful world that God loved (v.16); it is into this sinful world that God’s only Son
was sent (v.17).
