o Eyebrows (darken, define and shape)
o Blush
o Bronzer/contour (define and shape cheekbones, nose, and forehead — USE A LOT)
o Highlighter
o Eyeshadow (neutral colours — golds and browns — highlight waterline)
o Mauve-y/purple on the lips (use eyeshadow if really desperate)
o Eyeliner (nothing too complex just define your eye shape)
o Mascara
EXTRAS

Facial hair (moustache, beard, stubble, goatee etc.)
- Outline the “hair” with eyeshadow then use eyebrow pencil/pomade or mascara to
define the hairs
