Unlike regular 
contributions of short form work, we are unable to provide individualised feedback on 
longform submissions. Writers whose work is selected for publication will receive payment 
of $300.

25. This new initiative will provide further opportunities for writers at the early stage of 
their careers to develop, explore and establish themselves within Australia’s literary 
landscape.
