Live4Life builds young people’s capacity to
recognise and seek help, and offer help,
for mental health concerns and builds the
capacity of the whole community to look
after and support their young people.
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Overview
Throughout 2022, Live4Life Southern
Grampians achieved so much for our
community!

Over 490 students and adults were trained in
Mental Health First Aid in the region, providing
critical skills and knowledge which will be used
in vitally important ways within the Community.

Live4Life Southern Grampians supported a Crew
of 17 young people from the region to help share
positive mental health messages and develop
leadership skills. This involved attending a 2 day
camp with other Crew members from across the
state. The Crew also led their first ever
Celebration event with over 260 Year 8 students
in attendance.
