If you’re in year 10, 11 or 12 or equivalent you 

can register for a work experience placement. 

 

Placements are unpaid and run for 5 days on a 

full time or part time basis. Full time 

placements run for 5 consecutive business 

days. Part time placements run for 5 days 

spread over a maximum of 5 weeks. Work 

experience placements are not available in 

December, January or February. 

 

To register, complete the Work Experience 

Placement (WEP) Student Interest Form and 

email it to our Entry Level team.
