The project
Mobility and Accessibility for Children in Australia Ltd (MACA) is leading an Austroads 
project, in partnership with The George Institute for Global Health, to undertake research 
into specialty harnesses and vests often used by children with disabilities and medical 
conditions in motor vehicles. 

The University of New South Wales Human Research Ethics Committee has approved this 
study (HC220818).

Specialty harnesses and vests are not provided for in Australian/New Zealand standards 
and there is a lack of research regarding their design, safety, performance, and use. This 
world first research project, which is being undertaken for both Australia and New Zealand 
during 2022-2024, will address these knowledge gaps. 

The survey
As part of this important research, a survey has been developed to gain a holistic 
understanding of when, why, and how parents/guardians in Australia and New Zealand are 
accessing harnesses and vests, and their overall experience of using harnesses and vests. 

The survey is designed for Australian and New Zealand parents/guardians with a child 
(under 16 years) who currently uses a specialty harness/vest when travelling in a  
motor vehicle.
