1. Curtin University 
Curtin University is a large multi-cultural university.  It has a strong commitment to 
international engagement with Australia's third largest international student population.

Topics of study - 
beverage service, flight retailing, meeting customers, etc. managing disruptive 
customers, etc. 

• WAI offers a range of courses in events, from certificate to bachelor level - Events 
Management 

• Another specialised area WAI offers training in is Resort Management and 
students get  to gain specialised industry training and qualifications tailored to 
particular areas of the industry, including alpine, dive, water recreation and spa 
and wellness - Resort Management 

• Students keen on the travel and tourism courses offered at WAI might like to

• New in 2016, the Angliss International Hotel School offers students a study 
pathway to take service delivery to a new and luxurious level.
