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What is a Midwife?
You don’t need to be married or even be a woman to be a
midwife, but you do need to be fascinated by the miracle of
birth. Midwives practice midwifery, the profession that
provides care, education, advice, and support to women and
their families during pregnancy, labour and birth. They also
provide postnatal care to women and babies in the early
weeks following birth.

What skills and strengths are needed? 
Midwives must be good communicators who can work as part
of a team. They need to use initiative and take responsibility
in emergencies, so being able to work under pressure in a
stressful environment is key.

What are the pathways?
You usually have to study midwifery at university as either a
single degree or a double degree (usually combined with
nursing). If you’re already a registered nurse, you can become
a midwife through postgraduate study.
