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Turning on Windows 8/8.1 Narrator

1. Go to the Start Screen by pressing the Windows button on the screen at the bottom left of the
desktop or by pressing the Windows key on the keyboard or alternatively by pressing the
physical Windows button on the face of the Tablet.

2. Swipe left from the right most side to bring up the charms menu. Alternatively, move the mouse to the
bottom right corner to reveal the charms menu.
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3. Pressthe Search charm either by tapping it on the screen or clicking on it using the mouse.

4. Click on the Search bar and type in Narrator. Click on the Narrator Icon that appears.
