We can wear: 
• official school items with the 

school’s logo in emerald, navy 
or white as often as possible 

• generic/store brand (Target, 
Kmart etc) pants, leggings, 
skirts, shorts, jumpers or jackets 
that are navy in colour 

• closed toed shoes eg. runners/
sneakers/gum boots or standard 
school shoes 

• additional layers of clothing 
underneath, provided these 
undergarments are completely 
hidden.  Booty shorts are not 
permitted ie.  tiny shorts style of 
underwear similar to boyshorts, 
but higher cut in the rear.  

• a commemorative Year 6 class 
tops (Year 6 only) 

Jewellery and 
Cosmetics 
We can wear: 
• small stud earrings and 

sleepers in our ears 
• watches to tell the time 
• clear nail polish 
 
We cannot wear: 
• decorative jewellery  
• larger earrings eg. hoops.  
• necklaces (unless in they 
are hidden under clothes) 
• bracelets  
• makeup, including 
mascara and eye liner 
• false nails  

Hair and Sun Safety  
We can wear: 

• shoulder length or longer 
hair as long as it tied back  

• sunglasses during outdoor 
activities 

• school uniform hats from mid
- August to late April and on 
any other day prescribed  by 
the school 

 
We cannot wear 

extreme or unnatural hair colours 
eg. green, blue or purple rinses 
and/or extreme hairstyles eg. 
mohawks or hairstyles that 
require extensive hair products
