Classroom teachers will provide classwork for 
students if they are well enough to continue with 

learning 

Student returns to school at 
end of 7 days of isolation

Team Leader 

Students resume RAT 
testing after 30 days 

Parent contacts Team Leader at BHS to let them know 
student will be isolating 

If positive

Classroom teachers will provide classwork for

Student returns to school at 
end of 7 days of isolation  

If in year 10 – 12, provide 
evidence of positive test of 

family member to Team 
Leader 

Student completes a RAT test last day 
of isolation
