Travel 
Students travel by bus with their teacher for away games.  Students will walk to St. Mary’s for away 
games and the cricket teams will walk to Walker’s Reserve in Whittlesea, for home games, with their 
teacher. The interschool sport event has been posted on Compass from early February. The cost for 
bus travel is $35.00 per term. Where this cost has not been paid and consent given to travel, students 
will remain at school. The bus cost does not include travel to the Whole School Athletics Carnival or 
District/Division Swimming, Athletics and Cross-Country events. These events are costed separately. 
 
What do students need to take? 
Students must wear their WPS logo wide brim hat and take a drink bottle. Students must wear full 
school uniform (see below).

Uniform 
All students must wear full school uniform. Students can opt to wear their purchased personalised 
sports top or their school polo top. Students must wear runners and shorts (long navy tracksuit pants 
are acceptable in cooler months, no leggings or bike shorts). 
 
Students may wear sport specific footwear e.g., football or basketball boots and bring sport specific 
equipment, e.g., cricket bats and pads, as negotiated with their team coach. Some types of footwear 
may not be suitable to particular playing surfaces e.g., spikes on artificial turf.   
 
Parent/Carer Attendance 
Parents/carers are permitted to attend the home or away school (see fixture) to watch the interschool 
sport competition. Parents/carers must sign in at the office of the nominated home or away school 
and sign out before they leave. In the event interschool sport is cancelled or the venue changes, a 
Compass will be sent to families on the Friday morning as soon as possible.
