St. Mary's school was opened by the Mercy Sisters in 1913 and in 2026
celebrates one hundred and thirteen years of meeting the educational needs
of the children from the Parish of St Mary's, Ascot Vale.

Our school is one of two Catholic primary schools in the Parish of Ascot Vale,
with its sister school being St. Margaret’s, Maribyrnong. The majority of
students complete their entire primary schooling at St. Mary’'s with the 2026
enrolment being 378 students.
