As part of the request process, you will be asked to provide the following information:

e family name

e impact, e.g. loss or damage to home, contents or belongings
e school name(s)

e number of school-aged students.

Hotline staff will forward your request details to the Catholic Education Commission of Victoria Ltd
(CECV), which will arrange for us to provide you with support.
