Reflection 
 
Mark 1:12-15 recounts Jesus’ temptation 
in the wilderness and the beginning of his 
ministry.  Here we witness Jesus facing 
temptation , yet emerging victorious. This 
passage reminds us that even in the most 
challenging moments, we can draw 
strength from our faith to overcome  
adversity.  Jesus’s resilience serves as a 
powerful example of steadfastness in the 
face of trials.  
 
Moreover, Jesus’s proclamation of the 
good news of God’s kingdom reminds us 
of the importance of spreading love, 
hope, and compassion in our own lives.  
Just as Jesus embarked on his ministry after overcoming temptation, we too can 
find renewed purpose and direction when we stay grounded in our beliefs and  
convictions. 
 
Let this passage inspire us to confront our own temptations with courage and to  
embrace our role as bearers of God’s love and grace in the world.  As we navigate 
life’s wilderness, may we always remember that through faith we can emerge 
stronger and more resilient, ready to fulfill our purpose with unwavering dedication. 
 
 
Heavenly father, as we journey through life’s deserts, may Your Spirit guide us, just 
as it led Jesus.  Grant us Strength to withstand temptation, clarity to discern Your 
will,, and faith to trust in Your plan.  In moments of trial , May I find solace  in Your 
presence, knowing that You walk with me every step of the way.

Second Reading:   1 Peter 3:18-22 

Christ himself, innocent though he was, died once for sins, died for the guilty, to lead us to God. In the body 
he was put to death, in the spirit he was raised to life, and, in the spirit, he went to preach to the spirits in 
prison. Now it was long ago, when Noah was still building that ark which saved only a small group of eight 
people ‘by water’, and when God was still waiting patiently, that these spirits refused to believe. That water is 
a type of the baptism which saves you now, and which is not the washing off of physical dirt but a pledge 
made to God from a good conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, who has entered heaven and 
is at God’s right hand, now that he has made the angels and Dominations and Powers his subjects. 

First Reading:  Genesis 9:8-15 

God spoke to Noah and his sons, ‘See, I establish my Covenant with you, and with your descendants after 
you; also with every living creature to be found with you, birds, cattle and every wild beast with you: everything 
that came out of the ark, everything that lives on the earth. I establish my Covenant with you: no thing of flesh 
shall be swept away again by the waters of the flood. There shall be no flood to destroy the earth again. 'God 
said, ‘Here is the sign of the Covenant I make between myself and you and every living creature with you for 
all generations: I set my bow in the clouds and it shall be a sign of the Covenant between me and the earth. 
When I gather the clouds over the earth and the bow appears in the clouds, I will recall the Covenant between 
myself and you and every living creature of every kind. And so the waters shall never again become a flood to 
destroy all things of flesh.’
