Monday
Have you ever thought about
working but felt nervous, shy or
unsure about where you could get a
job?

On Mondays at Evolve you will be
completing volunteer experiences,
building work skills; including
policies, procedures, resumes,
interviews, uniform and appropriate
attire, respect, understanding your
rights, OH&S and more.

It might sound like work, but it is
delivered in a fun comfortable
environment in small groups in a way
that you’ll enjoy.

Tuesday
Tuesday’s focus is on independent
life skills. Continuing and extending
the knowledge built at home and
school. We support you at
Community College Gippsland to
complete a Literacy and Numeracy
course in the morning. The afternoon
after a break for lunch we focus on
skill building (centred around the
group’s interests) plus much more.

Wednesday
Wednesdays are all about exploring
the community and learning life
skills that increase your
independence. Focusing on public
transport training, ordering coffee’s
and meals, managing money,
instilling the confidence to ask for
help in shops, libraries, venues etc.
