A reading from the Acts of the Apostles 

When Saul got to Jerusalem he tried to join the disciples, 

but they were all afraid of him: they could not believe 

he was really a disciple. Barnabas, however, took 

charge of him, introduced him to the apostles, and ex-

plained how the Lord had appeared to Saul and spoken 

to him on his journey, and how he had preached boldly 

at Damascus in the name of Jesus.
