Labour market steady in pre-election jobs figures

The main focus of the March labour force estimates was to determine if the sudden fall in
jobs in February signalled the start of an easing in the labour market or was just statistical

noise.

The March figures didn’t give much away, with around half the fall in jobs in February
recovered in March, and the unemployment rate hovering between 4.0 per cent and 4.1 per

cent.

Total employment increased by 32,200 jobs in March, with growth shared between full-

and part-time positions.

Somewhat surprisingly, revisions to February’s figures show a bigger drop in participation

(-0.5ppt to 66.7%) and slightly larger drop in employment (-57,500 jobs).

Over half of those jobs were recovered in March and participation crept back up to 66.8

per cent.

Amidst all the volatility, the key takeaway is that the labour market remains tight.
