· Singing/Acting Major and Minor Role 
Part One Students will prepare a song of their own choice (or part of a song e.g. chorus or verse). Students are advised to choose a song that is comfortable to sing. They should aim to demonstrate: 
1) ability to sing in tune 
2) vocal tone 
 
Part Two Students will prepare a monologue. (Scripts will be available at school reception one week prior to the audition.) Students should aim to demonstrate: 
1) acting ability 
2) voice projection and clarity of speech (diction) 
 
· Acting Major Role and Minor Role (non-singing role) 
As in Part Two (above) 
 
· Ensemble Actor/Singer AND Actor/Singer/Dancer 
Part One (Singing) Students will prepare the tune 'Happy Birthday' to sing in a group (3-4 students). 
 
Part Two (Acting) Students will improvise, using acting skills, in a random scenario (students will audition in groups of 3-4).  
Students should aim to demonstrate: 
1) acting ability 
2) ability to work with others 
 
Part Three (Dance) Students will prepare a 16 beat dance step/sequence to music of their choice (no acrobatics). 
Students should aim to demonstrate: 
1) dancing ability
