Day 2 - Presentation of each Project

Mentoring sessions over 8-week period (up to you and your team to decide
with your mentor - either face-to-face or phone sessions, but you will also
interact via e-mail).

This program will not cost your school or students anything apart from
travelling costs.

There are 3 themes to the NET Program challenge, each team will choose one theme to
work on:

1. Technologies - Challenge examples: How can technology be utilised to manage the
offshore marine environment or the route of the transmission system of renewable
energy?

2. Engineering - Challenge examples: What is Renewable Energy Engineering looks like
for various renewable energy like solar, wind, biomass, smart grids, photovoltaics? or
How wind turbine engineer will plan, design, and oversee the build of wind-generated
power plants? or -How a chemical engineer work on solar panels?

3.Emerging Jobs - Challenge examples: how do we encourage more young people to
take up careers in the renewable energy or how can new renewables energy industries
work better together young people? or How Emerging Technologies are changing the
future of work?

You don’t have to use these challenge examples, you can work with your mentor to
choose make up your own challenge!
