PROGRAM OBJECTIVES 

In the April Holidays, students have an excellent opportunity to 
consolidate and extend their understanding of syllabus content 
as they prepare for first semester exams.  This program reteaches 
both subject matter and strategies for approaching ATAR-style 
examination questions in order to create successful responses 
that will be fully rewarded by the marker.  This is fundamentally 
a teaching program, but there will be opportunities for students 
to independently work through exam questions under the 
guidance and supervision of their instructors.

This course is appropriate for students that have commenced 
their Year 12 studies at the start of 2024 as well as Term 4  
of 2023.  

By keeping class sizes small, we are able to shape our classes 
to meet the needs of the student regardless of when they 
commenced their Year 12 units. We also ask students to complete 
questionnaires as part of the enrolment process to identify the 
particular weaknesses or areas of the curriculum they would like 
addressed. 

Class sizes are small. The classes will be established with 4 
students and capped at approximately 12 which gives participants 
an opportunity to work one-on-one with their teacher to solve 
individual problems and concerns.

Each of the teachers engaged to deliver these classes creates 
for the program a comprehensive set of materials that includes 
study tips and strategies, revision notes, and examples of ATAR-
style questions with their solutions.     

LOCATION 

The program will be delivered in the classrooms of S Block on 
the Christ Church Grammar School campus. All students who 
enrol into the classes will be emailed a map so that they can 
easily locate this building. Students can determine their room 
number simply by scrutinising the roles that are displayed in 
the S Block foyer. And of course, there will be two administrators 
on hand to solve any problems or concerns that you might have.
