SCHOLArSHIP DETAILS

ADVANCEMENT SCHOLARSHIP
(1 offered per year):  

$1000 worth of music tuition to a student show-
ing dedication, ability and progress with a musical 
instrument.  The scholarship will pay for a profes-
sional musician to work with the student at school 
over twelve months to further develop their 
music ability and talent.

ENCOURAGEMENT SCHOLARSHIPS 
(2 offered per year):  

$1000 worth of music tuition through the school to 
a student who is showing potential to learn a 
musical instrument.  The student would be offered 
an instrument already taught through the school 
and/or the scholarship would help the student 
who is currently learning an instrument to contin-
ue lessons or begin lessons using a hire instru-
ment through the school.

WHAT WE’RE LOOKING FOR

The Music on the Mount team will judge the suitable recipients of the scholarships, led by Mr Steven Skilbeck, 
Head of Music.  Scholarships will be awarded based on the following criteria:

1 Give their best in everything they do
2 Model Buninyong Primary School values
3 Demonstrate a keen interest in music
4 Demonstrate interest in music performance through one of more of the following;
 ~ Attitude shown in weekly music lessons at school
 ~ Participation in music performance related to extra curricular activities at school 
  (eg: choir, Instrument lessons, school concert, Wakakirri, SOB performance, MOTM, 
  Rock Band, busking at School Fete, Lunchtime Live)
