In Term 1 students engage with a variety of fexts for enjoyment. They listen fo, read, view and interpret spoken, written
and multimodal texts designed to entertain and inform.

WRITING

In Term 1 students will write short, simple texts about their lives in the form of recounts and lists. They will develop
accuracy when using capital letters and basic punctuation. We will also investigate rhyming poetry, with students
creating simple rhyming poems. There will be a continued focus on spelling and handwriting, including correct pencil
grip, sfarting points, and lefter formation.

SPEAKING AND LISTENING

In Term 1 students will develop their speaking and listening skills through weekly Show and Tell experiences. We will

In Term 1 students will be developing an understanding of number and place value. They will learn about patterning using
numbers and objects.
