AND BURIALS. DEPENDING ON THEIR

CAREER PATHS, MORGUE ATTENDANTS MAY PERFORM SOME TESTS OR
PREPARE SPECIMENS COLLECTED DURING THESE PRACTICES.

What does a morgue attendant do?

Responsibilities of morgue attendants may vary, especially depending on where they work.
It's essential for morgue attendants to sanitize areas properly and follow hygienic
guidelines to create a sterile work area and prevent the spread of diseases. Common
duties for a morgue attendant may include: Assist pathologists with performing autopsies,
complete toxicology reports, confirm identification details of deceased, follow strict
sanitation guidelines and hygienic processes, meet with next of kin, prepare the deceased
for funerals, set out surgical instruments and laboratory supplies for examinations and
transport the deceased from hospitals to funeral homes.
