This trip 
provides a great balance of trekking through iconic Central Australian 
landscapes including the Larapinta Trail, Kings Canyon and Uluru, along with 
an authentic and impactful cultural immersion and service program with the 
local peopl es.  
 
The estimated cost for the trip will be approximately $6000, this includes:  
 

- Flights from Brisbane to Alice Springs and return Uluru airport to 
Brisbane  

- Three wilderness trained World Expeditions Schools guides for duration 
of the program  

- 2 person tents for students in pairs and single tents for teachers  
- All Meals  
- All transport in private vehicles  
- Larapinta, Uluru and Kata -Tjuta walk fees and permits  
- All Camping site booking fees and organisation  
- 24hr emergency support including emergency comms such as sat 

phones, and first aid kits  
 
Families will need to organise their own travel insurance and any other 
personal costs. As with all our trips students will need to agree to the 
attached Trips and Tours Terms and Conditions.  
 
There will be three staggered payment s  as follows:  
 

• First Payment - $500 (nonrefundable, to confirm trip) –  due Friday 20 
March 2026  

• Second Payment of $3 000 –  due Friday 24 April 2026  
• Final payment of $2190 –  due Friday 19 June 2026
