Chiropractors diagnose and treat health problems related to the nervous, muscular and skeletal systems,
particularly the spine, without the use of drugs or surgery. They adjust patients' spine or other joints to
correct joint dysfunctions interfering with proper nervous system control and integration of body function.

Note: In 2024, the following institutions in Australia offer studies in Chiropractic: Macquarie University,
Murdoch University, Central Queensland University, and the Australian Chiropractic College.

Osteopaths diagnose, treat and provide preventative advice about disorders that affect the body's
musculoskeletal system, using manual techniques to alleviate stresses and dysfunction to improve the
body's function. They treat patients using a variety of manual techniques, such as soft tissue stretching,
muscle relaxation, gentle mobilisation or manipulation

Massage Therapists assess and treat the soft tissue of the body for therapeutic purposes. They administer

treatments to promote relaxation, improve blood circulation and relieve muscle tension.

Division 2 or Enrolled nurses are trained with the full spectrum of nursing qualifications, and these skills include
communicating with patients, working in a team, medication, and clinical nursing duties. These nurses are able to
implement and monitor patient care, administer medicines, comply with infection control and work, health and
safety policies, perform clinical assessments and contribute to planning patient care. To become an Enrolled nurse,
one must complete a Diploma of Nursing. The VCE entry requirement for the diploma is a Year 12 pass.

On completion of the course students will be eligible to apply for registration as an Enrolled Nurse with the
Australian Health Practitioner Regulation Agency (AHPRA), or go on and do further study to become a Registered

Nurse.

Note: The Diploma of Nursing is currently a Free TAFE course in Victoria.

According to the Dietitian Association of Australia (DAA) - Dietitian or nutritionist | Dietitians Australia,
there is a distinction made between dietitians and other occupations in the nutrition and food science field,
including that of nutritionist. The key difference between a dietitian and a nutritionist is that, in addition to

or as part of their qualification in human nutrition, a dietitian has undertaken a course of study that
included substantial theory and supervised and assessed professional practice in clinical nutrition, medical
nutrition therapy and food service management.

So, in Australia, all dietitians are nutritionists however nutritionists without a dietetics qualification

cannot take on the expert role of a dietitian.

The Good Universities Guide - Optometrist states that Optometrists perform eye examinations to

determine the presence of vision problems and other eye conditions and disease. They treat or manage
these problems by prescribing glasses, contact lenses, optical aids, vision therapy, medication (in the form

of eye drops) or referral to an eye surgeon when required.

Optometrists need to have a patient and caring manner; be able to carry out accurate and precise work,

have good communication skills, and enjoy helping people.

To become an optometrist a student usually has to study optometry at university. Alternatively, they can
complete a degree in vision science or a relevant area at university, followed by a postgraduate
gualification in optometry. Prerequisite subjects, or assumed knowledge, in one or more of English,

mathematics, chemistry, biology and physics are normally required. Entry to postgraduate courses usually

requires completion of an appropriate bachelor degree. A number of universities in Australia offer these
degrees. Universities have different prerequisites, and some have flexible entry requirements.

management practices

e conduct research into the protection and recording of Indigenous and historical sites

e supervise and train park staff and volunteers, and oversee crews of general maintenance workers and
contractors

e undertake administrative and clerical duties

e prepare, review and implement reports, submissions, management plans, development proposals and
environmental impact assessments
