In the ABC news:  New research has found that Leptospirosis, a bacterial disease which spreads through urine and faeces of infected animals and contaminated soil, is becoming more prevalent in Australia.

More frequent storms and floods are helping the zoonotic infection spread further into Australia from the North – rats and mice could also be contributing to the spread: in 2018, one of the largest outbreaks occurred on a NSW berry farm – up to 86 workers were exposed to contaminated fruit after rats urinated on crops – and infections surged after recent mouse plagues.

Over a million cases are reported globally, and some 60,000 deaths – there is no vaccine and pneumonia – like symptoms are treated with antibiotics…

Greek Summer Salad

500g sliced tomatoes (about three large tomatoes)
2 cucumbers, peeled and sliced
4 spring onions, chopped
1 green capsicum, sliced
1 clove garlic
200g feta cheese, cut into small cubes
200g kalamata olives, seeded
				   Chopped parsley to sprinkle over the top

Olive oil and lemon dressing ingredients


½ cup virgin olive oil
3 Tbsps lemon juice
½ tsp salt

Freshley ground pepper to your taste
Finely chopped fresh parsley or oregano

Method
1. Rub the salad bowl with the cut garlic
2. Arrange the tomatoes, cucumbers, spring onions, green capsicum, feta and olives in the salad bowl.
3. Beat the dressing well and pour over the vegetables
4. Adjust salt and pepper to your taste
5. Garnish with parsley or oregano.
