WHO: Open to all students who have successfully
completed one semester of their Bachelor of Arts or
Bachelor of Global Studies single or double degree
and are in good academic standing.

WHERE: Either Prato (ltaly), Monash Malaysia, or
Indonesia.

WHY: Spending time in another culture challenges
students to broaden their thinking, inspires them to
approach problems more creatively, and opens their
eyes to different perspectives. These are all skills
that are vital for students entering a globally focused
workforce.
