Costs

Registration with The Science Experience is 
$220 per student for the 3-day program 

PLUS
Accommodation/Meals/Activities with UNE: 
$160 (2 nights – Tue/Wed) or  
$240 (3 nights – Mon/Tue/Wed) 

3-night option is available for those 
travelling long distances and wishing to 
arrive on the Monday evening.

For local students, a meals/activities  
only option with no accommodation is 
available for $80 pp.

The Science Experience is hosted by 
UNE and provides students with a 
3-day program filled with exciting and 
challenging hands-on activities across 
multiple disciplines, facilitated by leading 
scientists and academics. Students will 
participate in workshops in diverse areas 
such as chemistry, neuroscience, biomedical 
science, coding, animal science and 
agriculture, and more. They will engage 
with real scientists, use real laboratories and 
experience real science.  
Students can also interact with, and ask 
questions of, scientists from industry, 
academia, consulting and/or government 
in a career panel discussion that focuses on 
the changing job market in science and ways 
to help students identify their passions and 
interests in science.
The 3-day event is designed so that students 
stay on campus and experience what it’s like 
to live at university in a residential college. 

We highly recommend and  
encourage students to stay in the  
supervised accommodation to enhance  
their experience and strengthen their rapport 
with other students and build on the social 
aspects of the program. We will also provide 
evening activities, which may include a visit 
one of the spectacular gorges in the New 
England region for an evening dinner and 
bushwalk, a movie night, or an activity at 
SportUNE depending on the weather.
With engagement in the STEM (Science, 
Technology, Engineering & Maths) 
disciplines declining among young people 
today, particularly those living in rural areas, 
this experience at UNE is a wonderful 
opportunity for students to see the career 
possibilities within in the STEM arena, and 
boost school holiday happiness! 
This event is open to students in Years 9  
and 10 in 2025.
