Store person - a job option for straight after school!

A store person receives, checks and examines the inventory of stock that arrives in warehouses and
storage facilities where stock is held. Incoming goods are cross referenced against the invoices to
ensure there are no discrepancies. Day-to-day activities include:

e unload vehicles, open packages and remove contents

e operate computers to obtain details of location and quantity of items in stock

e label goods with details of storage location

e pack and weigh goods and seal boxes

e operate machines and handle equipment to lift, place and remove goods on high levels
e operate specialised equipment, such as manually and electronically guided order pickers
e check goods off the packing list or invoice

e assist with regular stocktakes.

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Year 12 post school information management

In Year 127 You should start a folder (electronic or paper) of information you will need later in the
year and early next year. Add to it during the year. Items that could be placed in this folder include:

e Learning Unique Identifier (LUI) number and password for your Learning Account so you can
access your Year 12 results early. You will also be required to know your LUl to complete
your QTAC application.

e Tax File Number (TFN), which you will need when applying for a HELP loan next year. You
also need a TFN if you want to be paid for a full-time or part-time job.

e Unique Student Identifier (USI) A USl is your individual education number for life. Without
one, you can't get Commonwealth financial assistance or your qualification or statement of
attainment.

e Course, job and tertiary entry information you gather at career markets/expos, institution
open days, TSXPO, etc.

e The list of courses you are considering (if you haven’t a clue, make an appointment to see
your Guidance Counsellor/Officer ASAP!!).

e If you're thinking about Uni, a list of Pathway and Early Offer schemes for the university/ies

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Using VET and other alternative qualifications for competitive entry to Griffith University

Adjustment factors can boost your Selection Rank by adding extra rank points based on things like
where you live or the subjects you studied. At UniSQ, eligible adjustment factors are capped at 10
selection ranks and are automatically applied by QTAC when your application is assessed. The
Bachelor of Biomedical Sciences (Medicine Pathway) has different rules, with a maximum of 5
adjustment ranks available. Subject incentive adjustments are applied automatically but you will
need to provide supporting documentation if you want to be considered for the Rural Access
Adjustment Scheme.
