What exactly do the children do?
o Children’s Liturgy of the Word follows the same structure and liturgical

cycle as the readings for Mass but is presented in a way that is engaging
for children.

o Atthe beginning of Mass, the children gather in the church with their
families and the entire assembly. They are then dismissed, along with their
leaders, to the Gathering Space for a separate celebration of the Liturgy of
the Word that is suited to their level of understanding.

o The scriptures are proclaimed and reflected upon in ways that relate to
the children’s everyday lives. They are encouraged to ask questions, share
thoughts and participate in guided reflection.

o Afterwards, the children return to the main assembly and rejoin their
families for the celebration of the Eucharist.
