Defence School Mentor Program (DSMP) - Provides funding to
applicant schools for the employment of Defence School Mentors
(DSMs) to assist Defence children transition to new localities and
school environments and provide support to the children and
families of ADF members when a parent is absent from home.

ADF Equip Program: Children's Group Resilience Program - A
suite of sessions tailor-made to support the resilience and
wellbeing of children that may experience the effects of parental
absence and frequent relocations due to their parent/s or
guardian/s serving in the ADF.
