joboutlook.gov.au), with moderate growth expected over the next five years. Demand for Pharmacists is
spread evenly across Australia. Most Pharmacists work in the Health Care and Social Assistance
industry.

Although you might mainly see Pharmacists working in pharmacies and hospitals, there are varied roles
available for Pharmacists. You could be working in a lab developing new medicines, helping chemists and
engineers manufacture medicines, or even working in advocacy and community education.

How to become a Pharmacist in Australia
You will need to complete a minimum Bachelor-level degree and register with the Pharmacy Board of
Australiain order to work as a Pharmacist.

Step 1 - Complete Year 12 with a strong focus on English, Maths and Sciences.

Step 2 - Complete an approved undergraduate degree, usually a Bachelor of Pharmacy. You can see a
full list of Ahpra approved programs of study here.
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Step 3 - Apply for Provisional Registration with the Pharmacy Board of Australia. You will need to
provide information such as completion of an approved course, criminal history check, and any relevant
health impairments.

Step 4 - Complete 1,824 hours of approved supervised practise (an internship), and pass a Board
registration examination. You can then apply for General Registration and start working as a fully
qualified Pharmacist.

Step 5 - Reapply for registration every 12 months, which includes partaking in Continuing Professional
Development (CPD) throughout your career.

Start doing some research into the course you would like to study, and carefully consider the
amount of work you will need to do before you can start practising.
