2 tablespoons marmalade
1 cup Self Raising Flour
1 cup Plain Flour
Y4 teaspoon salt
METHOD:

1. Place the Mixed Fruit, sugar, spice, water and butter in a large
saucepan and bring to the boil.

2. Simmer gently for 3 minutes, then remove from stove, add
bicarbonate soda and allow to cool.

3. Add the sherry, eggs and marmalade, mixing well.

4. Fold in the sifted dry ingredients then place in a greased



and lined 20cm round cake tin.
