e  List the universities you are applying to.

e Google the university and the term
‘accommodation’

e Inyour table, list the types of
accommodation available (e.g., studio,
shared apartment, catered, non-catered)

e Then list the weekly or yearly price for each
option and the contract period.

e  List the application method, the closing
date, cost to apply and if a deposit is
required.

e  Speak to your family about budget
considerations.

e Then tick off the accommodation you have

applied for once this is completed.
