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GRADE 5/6

GRADE 3/4

This term, the 3/4 students will learn to a photo editing program to create a 
realistic action photo. Examples of an everyday action shot may include racing 
against other athletes at the Olympics, walking down the red carpet at the 
Academy Awards or battling Darth Vader on Star Wars. We will be using the 
green screen and applying the chroma key technique to insert an image into 
another background. 
The students will also develop their skills and understanding of how to use the 
iMovie app to assist them with creating a Digital Profile in Italian/ Performing 
Arts. A component of each lesson will be used to develop their keyboarding skills 
through using the Typing Tournament program.

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PREP
In Term Two, our Prep students will be focusing on refining gross 
motor skills such as running and jumping through a variety of 
movement sequences. Students will be working on their balance and 
hand-eye coordination through engaging exercises with bean bags, as 
well as practicing throwing and catching with a variety of balls while 
aiming at targets.
