●​ Write a procedural piece that explains how to do something - this 

could be cooking or how to tie your shoe laces.  

●​ Write a narrative about a picture prompt.  

Maths  

●​ Complete  Mathletics tasks.  
●​ Use fractions in the house - can you find items that show a 

fraction.  
●​ Practice addition and subtraction - using the strategies o f Split 

Strategy, Jump Strategy, Compensation or Vertical Algorithm.  
●​ Practice speed counting - start with any number, add 2, 4, 6, 10 or 

any number you can. Put a timer on for one minute and see how 
far you can go.
