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Child Care Subsidy

All sessions are approved for the Child Care
Subsidy (CCS), allowing eligible families to reduce
their out-of-pocket expenses. To check your
eligibility for CCS, visit the Services Australia
website or login to your MyGov account.

Cancellation Policy

We require a minimum of 7 days' notice for any
session cancellations.

Failure to provide sufficient notice will result in the
full session fee being charged. In these instances,
the session will be marked as an absence.

For families eligible for the Child Care Subsidy
(CCS), please note that CCS will still be applied to
the absence, but the gap fee will be payable.
