In this newsletter, I wish to talk about the topic of communication skills. Good communication skills are very important for not just creating healthy relationships, learning, but also for our workplaces. We are continually learning through life and will always be lifelong learners. We use a variety of communication skills for various purposes:
· Written Communication skills. This is the ability to be able to convey ideas and information using written language. 
· Oral Communication skills. That is the ability to convey ideas and information using spoken language. 
· Non-Verbal and Visual Communication skills. This is the ability to communicate using facial expressions, eye contact, and hand gestures etc. 
· Active Listening skills.  Being able to reflect on what we’ve heard; who, what, why, when, how? 
· Contextual Communication skills. The ability to communicate effectively in different contexts.  
With good communication skills, a child will be able to ask for what they want in a positive and clear way that enables the listener to be able to support the person better. Communicating how they feel, and what they need to feel better is a step closer to a healthy sense of self, emotional regulation, and social skills. This in turn will help the child with their friendships within a school setting. So how do we assist our child in learning how to communicate more effectively? This can be as simple as playing games with them such as: playing pretend telephone, or story telling. (Look at First Cry Parenting Website for some game ideas https://parenting.firstcry.com ).
