The	Tri-Service	icons	are	a	supporting	design	element	

and	must	always	appear	in	the	order	of	Navy,	Army	

and	Air	Force	as	these	icons	are	presented	this	way	to	

represent	the	date	each	service	was	formed.	The	icons	

must	always	have	the	words	Navy,	Army	and	Air	Force	

spelled	out	next	to	the	corresponding	icon,	unless	

used	as	a	design	element.	The	purpose	of	the	Service	

icons	is	to	reinforce	the	military	aspect	of	the	brand.

On	specific	occasions	the	Tri-Service	icons	

are	used	as	design	elements.	Please	refer	

to	page	55	and	56	for	an	example.

Supporting	Design	Elements

The	space	in	between	the	icons	must	be	of	equal	

distance,	which	is	predetermined	by	the	lock	up.

The	minimum	size	of	the	icons	is	5mm	high.	This	

measurement	is	taken	from	one	end	of	the	wing	to	

the	other	of	the	Air	Force	jet	icon	as	shown	below.
