Extra-Curricular Items and Activities — provided on a user-pays basis

Upwey South Primary School offers a range of optional items and activities that enhance or broaden the
schooling experience of students and are above and beyond what the school provides to deliver the
Curriculum. Parents/Guardians will be invited to access these activities and items on a user-pays basis
throughout the 2024 school year. These extra-curricular items and activities include swimming lessons,
school photos, excursions/incursions, graduations, and Year 3 -6 Student Agency electives.

Please be aware that in 2024, the Year 3-6 Student Agency Electives will move to a user-pays basis with
costs being applied which are individually applicable for each subject area.

Financial Support for Families

Upwey South Primary School understands that some families may experience financial difficulty and offers a
range of support options, including:

e the Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund
CSEF is provided by the Victorian Government to assist eligible families to cover the costs of school
trips, camps and sporting activities. If you hold a valid means-tested concession card or are a
temporary foster parents, you may be eligible for CSEF. The allowance will be paid to the school for
use towards expenses relating to camps, excursions and sporting activities for the benefit of your
child. CSEF cannot be used for Curriculum Contributions, Graduation or Other Contributions. The
annual CSEF per student will be $125.00 for primary school students. Applications will be made
available via our newsletter and website.

e State Schools Relief (SSR)
Foundation student eligible for CSEF will receive a unform package mid-year via Sate Schools relief.
New uniform and shoes may be available for families experiencing hardship, please speak to the
Business Manager or Principal.

e Second-hand School Uniform
Good condition second-hand uniform may be donated to our school to support our families. The
Parent Association, volunteer parents will sell the donated good quality second-hand uniform from
our 2nd hand uniform shop located opposite the school office on Thursday afternoon 3.15pm —
3.45pm, dates and times will be published in our newsletters.

e  Other financial support options for families
Upwey South Primary School has established partnerships with welfare and support agencies to
assist our families.
