if I am keeping up with work or assignments!

e | will need to organise my time effectively — there are no bells to remind me where to be!

e | must remember that my classes may be much larger than what | have been used to at
school — I will receive less individual attention!

e | must make friends — building new friendship groups will help me cope and help me
stay motivated!

e | will be learning new skills that will be critical for my success — I will have to learn
important research and referencing skills!
