Thinking of taking a year off after school to volunteer
overseas? There are hundreds of gap year
companies and programs. To make sure you choose
the right company:

- Compare costs between the companies- some
will offer similar services and opportunities for
lower costs.

- Ensure you and your parents/guardians will have
access to 24 hour telephone support during your
placement.

- Ask if you can email people who have
participated in the programs so you can gain an
independent opinion.

- Ask the company if they will run an information
session at your school or where you live.

- Make a list of what the expenses cover (e.g.,
meals, accommodation, flights, VISA)

Camp counsellor leading children in various sports and
outdoor adventures in America, Russia, Canada or
Croatia over the summer break. 2) Working up to 12
months in the USA, Canada or the UK in a seasonal
resort, English pub or a variety of other hospitality
positions. 3) Volunteering in one of over 50 projects in
