PLAYGROUPS
IN CASEY

City of Casey supported playgroups

Free facilitated playgroups provided weekly
during school terms, for eligible families with
children aged 0 - 5 years. Supported playgroups
are short term programs that provide Smalltalk
positive parenting messages.

City of Casey pop-up playgroups

Free facilitated playgroups provided weekly
during school terms for families with children
aged 0 — 5 years. Pop-up playgroups operate
in local parks across Casey.

City of Casey pop-up baby playgroup

Free facilitated playgroups provided weekly
during school terms for families with babies
0 - 12 months.

City of Casey dads playgroups

Free facilitated playgroups provided weekly
during school terms for dads, father figures and
grandfathers with children aged 0 - 5 years.

Community playgroups

Run during school terms for families with children
0 - 5 years. Fee payments vary according to
individual playgroups. Community playgroups can
be facilitated by a professional or a community
volunteer. Community playgroups sessions can
run in many different settings, please see the
playgroup directory for further information.
